NEW CHURCH PROJECT

Parking & Vehicle Circulation Change - Demolition and site
work necessitated closing the Jefferson St. entrance to the
school parking last week for the duration of the summer. A
new entrance will be constructed and ready to open before
school starts in August. In the meantime, entry to and exit
from the parking lot will be solely through the south gate.
Madison St. is changed back to 2-way for the summer. After
entry into the parking lot vehicles should proceed straight
ahead and then circle to the left to get back to exit.
CONSTRUCTION UPDATE

Brick work continues on the northeastern corner and eastern
walls around the Apse. Ceiling drywall in the Nave (main
seating area) of the church is proceeding rapidly at this time.
Painting and trim installations will follow. The high altar
refurbishment and installation will begin on site in the next
couple of weeks. The rectory construction is beginning this
week with lower-level excavation and footings. Demolition of
the church structure is completed. As clean up of the site
continues dirt will be brought in to fill the hole with
appropriate compaction, and a new stormwater line will be
installed from the highway drainage inlet to the new line
installed last year at the start of the project. The steeple is
scheduled to arrive in the coming week.
