NEW CHURCH PROJECT- CONSTRUCION UPDATE:
Brick work continues on the eastern walls around the Apse
and along the south wall. We have a time capsule we will be
inserting behind the cornerstone. Anyone who has an idea of
what to put in the time capsule can email Deacon Al at
icdeaconal@gmail.com at your convenience. Ceiling drywall
in the Nave (main seating area) of the church is nearing
completion. Painting and trim installations have been
completed in the Apse. Many of the high altar pieces have
been moved into the church in preparation for refurbishment
and installation. Footings for the rectory construction are in
progress—foundation walls to follow. A new stormwater line
will be installed from the highway drainage inlet to the new
line installed last year at the start of the project. Work
continues off site on pews construction, stations of the cross
refurbishment, and stained-glass refurbishment.
FINANCIALLY, cash flow has been good. We had expected to
borrow a construction loan several months ago but are still in
a positive position. We will likely start borrowing in about 2
months. It is critically important to continue with pledge
payments and/or new contributions to reduce debt
requirements and save on interest costs.
